In May 2024, Tim Archer, Director of International Ministries 
for Herald of TruthHerald of Truth, and board members Faires Austin and 
Wes Cunningham traveled to Matanzas, Cuba. Our Cuban 
representative, Tony Fernandez, met the group at the airport 
and led them through a whirlwind week of activities. Despite 
shortages of many goods and frequent power failures, the 
group successfully hosted a conference for church planters, 
met with and encouraged several congregations, and visited a 
children’s home where the Matanzas church ministers.

While Archer, Austin, and Cunningham were there, hundreds 
of Bibles were distributed to attendees at the Sunday church 
service. In addition, at the request of the Cuba 
Council of Churches and the Cuban Bible Society, Austin pre-
sented a workshop on biblical archaeology that was 
well attended and well received.

Archer returned to the island in July, traveling this time with a 
group from the University Church of Christ in Abilene, Texas. 
!e group carried medical supplies and food, helping the 
church serve its community during this time of great need. In 
addition, the group participated in the annual 
national youth conference in Matanzas, where more 
than 200 young Christians from across the island united

for praise, spiritual growth, and fellowship. Several 
young people were baptized during this event.

!e church in Cuba is thriving during this di"cult time, 
and Herald of TruthHerald of Truth is honored to play an active part in 
the growth of the kingdom that is occurring there. Led 
by the tireless work of Tony Fernandez, Herald of Truth’s Herald of Truth’s 
ministry is touching lives in Matanzas and across Cuba.
