International Ministry

God continues to bless the international ministry of Herald of Truth. Check out our updated
website at www.heraldoftruth.org and follow us on social media to see the full updates of all God
has done and will do!

In March, we celebrated 30 years of work with Tony and encouraged the church in Matanzas.
There were 11 baptisms while we were there and there have been so many more since then. Pray
for the continued growth of the church in Cuba. We will be back in the spring of 2026 to help
with new farming techniques that will bless the church with even more ways to connect and help
the church and local communities in such a difficult time!

In Honduras, we were able to build 3 houses, add 2 rooms to a church building that is also used as
a school during the week. Our medical team was able to see over 300 patients in 3 days!
Because of your generosity, we were also able to put beds in each of the houses we built, provide
2 week supply bags of food and water filters for 100 families and every home received as many
Bibles as they needed. Several baptisms resulted from our trip.

Tony Fernandez, Herald of Truth representative in Cuba, organized and directed the 24th
National Youth Camp in Matanzas, Cuba, from July 10-14. Approximately 300 young people from
across the island traveled to the event, coming by train, bus, and even hitch hiking. Tim Archer
was the main speaker for the event. On Sunday, July 14, during the worship service of the
Versalles Church of Christ in Matanzas, ten people were baptized into Christ, including a number
of the young people from the conference.
